These Terms and Conditions, any price list
or schedule, quotation, acknowledgment or invoice from Seller relevant to the sale of the Goods and all documents incorporated by specific reference
therein, consfitute the complefe and exclusive statement of the terms of the agreement governing the sale of Goods by Seller to Buyer. Buyer's ac
ceptance of the Goods will manifest Buyer's assent fo these ferms and conditions without variation or addition. Any different or additional ferms in
Buyer's purchase order fo other Buyer documents are hereby objected fo. Seller reserves the right in ifs sole discrefion fo refuse orders.

PRICES: The price at which this order is accepted is subject to adjustment to the Seller’s price in effect at the time of shipment.

TAXES: Any current or future tax or governmental charge (or increase in same) affecting Seller's costs or production, sale or delivery or which Seller
is otherwise required fo pay or collect in connection with the sale, purchase, delivery, storage, processing, use or consumption of Goods (but exclud-
ing any tax on Seller’s net income or profit) shall be for Buyer's account and shall be added fo the price.

TERMS OF PAYMENT: Unless otherwise specified by Seller, terms are met thirty (30) days from the date of Seller’s invoice in U.S. currency. Seller
shall have the right, among other remedies, either fo terminate this agreement or to suspend further performance under this and /or other agreements
with the Buyer in the event Buyer fails to make any payment when due, which other agreements Buyer and Seller hereby amend accordingly, or Seller
otherwise deems itself insecure.

Buyer hereby grants Seller a se-
curity interest in all Goods sold o Buyer by Seller, which security interest shall continue until such Goods are fully paid for in cash, and Buyer, upon
Seller's demand, will execute and deliver to Seller such instruments as Seller requests to profect and perfect such security inferest.

SHIPMENT AND DELIVERY:  Unless otherwise expressly provided, shipments are made F.0.B. Seller's shipping point. Risk of loss or damage and re-
sponsibility shall pass from Seller to Buyer upon delivery to and receipt by common carrier. Any claims for shorfages or damages suffered in transit
are the responsibility of Buyer and shall be submitted by the Buyer directly to the carrier. Shorfages or damages must be acknowledged and signed
for at the time of delivery. While Seller will use all reasonable commercial efforts to maintain the delivery date(s) acknowledged or quoted by Seller,
all shipping dates are approximate and not quaranteed. Seller reserves the right to make partial shipments. Seller, at its option, shall not be bound
to tender delivery of any Goods for which Buyer has not provided shipping instructions. If the Shipment of the Goods is postponed or delayed by Buyer
for any reason, Buyer agrees to reimburse Seller for any and all handling and storage costs and other additional expenses resulfing therefrom. Al
claims for shipping errors, lost shipments or any other discrepancies must be made within ninety (90) days or they will be disallowed and deemed
waived.

LIMITED WARRANTY: Subject to the limitations of Section 6, Seller warrants that the Goods purchased for resale hereunder will be free from defects
in material and workmanship under normal use and regular service and maintenance for the period specified in the Seller’s warranty applicable to Goods
sold in effect on the date of shipment, a copy of which has been or will be furnished to Buyer upon request.

This warranty shall not apply to any goods which:

Have been repaired or altered outside Seller's factory by other than Seller in any manner so as, in Seller’s judgment, to affect its serviceability or proper
operafion.

Have been subjected by persons other than Seller to improper handling, operation, maintenance, repair or alteration.
Have been subjected o misuse, negligence, improper installation or accident.
Are not tagged with a “Returned Goods Idenfification Tag” or a before refuming such Goods to Seller.

Seller’s obligation under this warranty, and the Buyer's exclusive remedy for the breach thereof, shall be limited to, af Seller's option, replacement of
any alleged defective Goods or issuance of credit, excluding the cost of labor and any other expenses incurred in servicing the unit on which the Goods
are installed. Seller requires the return of any alleged defective Goods, fransportation prepaid, before honoring any claim. All returned Goods are
subject o inspection, and if examination at the factory does not disclose any defect covered by this warranty, replacement of such goods or issuance
of credit for same will not be approved.

Section 6. Buyer agrees to provide such subsequent transferee conspicuous, written nofice of the provisions of Sections 5 and 6.

LIMITATION OF REMEDY AND LIABILITY: THE SOLE AND EXCLUSIVE REMEDY FOR BREACH OF ANY WARRANTY HEREUNDER (OTHER THAN THE WAR-
RANTY PROVIDED UNDER SECTION7) SHALL BE LIMITED TO REPAIR, CORRECTION, REPLACEMENT OR CREDIT UNDER SECTION 5.

SELLER SHALL NOT BE LIABLE FOR DAMAGES CAUSED BY DELAY IN PERFORMANCE, REGARDLESS OF THE FORM OF THE CLAIM OR CAUSE OF ACTION
(WHETHER BASED IN CONTRACT, INFRINGEMENT, NEGLIGENCE, STRICT LIABILITY, OTHER TORT OR OTHERWISE), AND IN NO EVENT SHALL Seller's L

THE CLAIM OR CAUSE OF ACTION, AND BUYER SHALL INDEMNIFY SELLER FOR ANY DAMAGES IN EXCESS THEREOF. BUYER AGREES THAT IN NO EVENT
SHALL Seller's LIABILITY TO BUYER AND/OR ITS CUSTOMERS EXTEND TO INCLUDE INCIDENTAL, CONSEQUENTIAL OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES, WHICH

on to those persons who use the Goods. Seller’s Goods are to be used in their recommended applications and ol warning labels adhered to the Goods
by Seller are fo be left infact.

Itis expressly understood that any fechnical advice furnished by Seller with respect to the use of the Goods is given without charge, and Seller as-
sumes no obligation or liability for the advice given, or resulfs obtained, all such advice being given and accepted af Buyers risk.

PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS: Subject to the limitations of the second paragraph of Section 6. Seller warrants that the Goods sold, except those goods
made pursuant to Buyer’s drawings or specifications or otherwise at Buyer's direction (“Custom Goods”), do not infringe any valid U.S. patent or copy-
right, as the case may be, in existence as of the date of shipment. This warranty is given upon the condition that Buyer promptly notify Seller of any
claim or suit involving Buyer in which such infringement is alleged, and that Buyer cooperate fully with Seller and permit Seller to control complefely
the defense, settlement or compromise of any such allegation of infringement.  Seller’s warranty only applies o infringements arising solely out of
the inherent operation, according fo Seller’s specifications and instructions, of such goods or of any combination of Goods acquired by Seller in a sys-
tem designed by Seller. In the event such Goods are found o infringe such a U.S. patent or copyright in such suit, and the use of such Goods is en-
joined, or in the case of a compromise or settlement by Seller, Seller shall have the right, at its option and expense, to procure for Buyer the right to
confinue using such Goods, or replace them with non-infringing Goods, or modify same to become and nonvinfringing, or grant Buyer a credit for the
depreciated value of such Goods upon their return. In the event of the foregoing, Seller may also, at its option, cancel the agreement as to future de-
liveries of such Goods, without liability.

EXCUSE OF PERFORMANCE (FORCE MAJEURE): Seller shall not be liable for delays in performance or for non-performance due to acts of God; acts of
Buyer; war, fire, flood, weather, sabotage, strikes, labor disputes, civil disturbances or riots, governmental requests, restrictions, allocations, laws, reg-
ulations, orders or actions, unavailability of or delays in transportation; default of suppliers, or unforeseen circumstances or events beyond Seller’s reo-
sonable control. Deliveries o other performance may be suspended for an appropriate period of time or cancelled by Seller upon notice to Buyer in the
event of any of the foregoing, but the balance of the agreement shall otherwise remain unaffected.

If Seller determines that its ability to supply the total demand for the Goods, or to obtain material used directly or indirectly in the manufacture of the
Goods, is hindered, limited or made impracticable due fo causes set forth herein, Seller may allocate its available supply of the Goods or such material
(without obligation t acquire other supplies of any such Goods or material) among itself and its purchasers on such basis as Seller determines to be eg-
vitable without liability for any failure of performance which may result therefrom.

CANCELLATION: Buyers may cancel orders only upon reasonable advance written notice and upon payment to Seller of Seller's cancellation charges which
include, among other things, all costs and expenses incurred to cover commitments made by the Seller and a reasonable profit. Seller’s determination
of such termination charges shall be conclusive.

CHANGES: Buyer may request changes or additions to the Goods consistent with Seller’s specifications and criteria. In the event such changes or addi-
tions are accepted by Seller, Seller may revise the price(s), license fee(s) and date(s) of delivery.

Seller reserves the right to change designs and specifications for Goods without prior notice o Buyer. Seller shall have no obligation to install or make
such change in any Goods manufactured prior to the date of such change.

ASSIGNMENT: Buyer shall not assign ifs rights or relegate ifs duties hereunder or any interest herein without the prior written consent of the Seller, and
any such assignment, without such consent, shall be void.

INSTALLATION: Buyers shall be responsible for receiving, inspecting, testing, storing, installing, starting up and maintaining all Goods.

INSPECTION /TESTING: Buyer, at its expense, agrees that it will promptly inspect the Goods upon receipt thereof, and in no event later than thirty (30)
days from the date of receipt of the Goods. Buyer shall deliver to Seller within fifteen (15) days of inspection, but in no event later than fortyive (45)
days from the date of receipt of the Goods, written notice of any and all deficiencies, defects, variations from specifications or complaints of any kind
with respect to the quantity, quality, condition, shipment, performance, price or appearance of the Goods so received by Buyer. In the event no such
written notice is received by Seller, Buyer shall be deemed conclusively to have inspected and accepted all such Goods unconditionally and to have waived
any and all rights and claims including without limitation any right to reject the Goods or to claim damages in respect thereof. Buyer may not refum
Goods without irst advising Seller of the reasons therefor, obtaining from Seller o Retured Goods Authorization Number and observing such instructions
as Seller may give in authorizing such return. buyer, at its option, may inspect and observe the testing by Seller of the Goods for compliance with Seller’s
standard fest procedures prior to shipment, which inspection and testing shall be conducted at Seller’s plant at such reasonable fime as is specified by
Seller. Any alleged rejection of the Goods at Seller’s plant must be made promptly by Buyer before shipment. Tests shall be deemed to be satisfacto-
rily completed and the test fully met when the Goods meet Seller's criteria for such procedures.

DRAWINGS: Any of Seller’s prints and drawings (including without limitation, the underlying technology) furnished by Sefler to Buyer in connection with
this agreement are the property of Seller and Seller retains all rights, including without limitation, exclusive rights of use, licensing and sale of same.
Possession of such prints or drawings does not convey o Buyer any rights therein or license thereto. Upon fermination of this agreement, or at any time
upon Seller’s request, all such prints and drawings, and any copies or duplications of same, shall be immediately retumed to Seller.

QUANTITY: Buyer agrees to accept quantities of plus or minus fen percent (10%) of the order on Goods, including parts. Any such additional ifems shall
be priced at the price per item charged for the specific quantity ordered.

TOOLING: Tool, die and pattern charges, if any, are in addition to the price of the Goods and are due and payable upon complefion of the tooling. All
such fools, dies and patters shall be and remain the property of Seller. Charges for tools, dies and patterns do not convey to Buyer, title, ownership in-
terests in, or rights to possession or removal, or prevent their use by Seller for other purchasers, except as otherwise expressly provided by Seller and
Buyer in writing with reference to this provision.

DOCUMENTATION: Seller shall provide Buyer with that data/documentation which is specifically identified in Seller’s quotation. If addifional copies of
data/documentation are to be provided by Seller, it shall be provided to Buyer at Seller's applicable prices then in effect.

SERVICES:  If this agreement requires Seller to perform or provide any services hereunder, Seller (including without limitation its successors, assigns,
agents or any person or entity acting at Seller’s direction) shall not be responsible for any damages, claims, liabilities or expenses of any nature arising
out of such services.

CONFIDENTIALITY: Seller (including without limitation its successors, assigns, agents or any person or entity acting at Seller's direction) shall not be re-
sponsible for keeping confidential any specifications, drawings, designs, manufacturing data or other information of any nature provided by Buyer here-
under, and further, Seller shall not be liable for any damages, costs or expenses of any nature arising out of any dissemination of such documents or
information.

1.S. EXPORT CONTROL REGULATIONS: All Goods sold to Buyer by Seller hereunder are subject to U.S. Export Control Laws. Buyer hereby agrees not
to resell or divert any Goods contrary to such laws. For sales ultimately destined outside the United States, notwithstanding any provisions to the con-
trary in this or other documents related to this transaction, and regardless of how price was quoted, whether FOB, FAS, CIF or otherwise, legal fitle to
the goods and risk of loss shall remain with Seller until the goods have passed beyond the territorial limits of the United States.

MISCELLANEQUS: These terms and conditions supersede all other communications, negotiations and prior oral or written statements regarding the sub-
ject matter of these terms and conditions. No change, modfication, rescission, discharge, abandonment, or waiver of these terms and conditions shall
be binding upon the Seller unless made in wrifing and signed on its behalf by its duly authorized representative. No conditions, usage o frade, course
of dealing or perf ¢, understanding or purporfing to modify, vary, explain, or supplement these terms and conditions shall be binding
unless hereafter made in writing and signed by Seller. No modification shall be effected by the Seller’s receipt or acceptance of Buyer's purchase or-
ders, shipping instruction forms, or other documentation containing terms ot variance with or in addifion to those set forth herein, all of which are ob-
jected o by Seller. No waiver by Seller with respect to any breach or default of any right or remedy and no course of dealing, shall be deemed o constitute
a continuing waiver of any other breach or default of any other breach or default of any other right or remedy, unless such waiver be expressed in writ-
ing and signed by the Seller. All typographical or dlerical erors made by Seller in any quotation, acknowledgment or publication are subject fo correc-
tion.

The validity, performance, and all other matters relating to the i and effect of this ag shall be governed by the laws of the state of
Washington without regard fo its conflict of law principles. Buyer and Seller agree that the proper venue for all actions arising in connection herewith
shall be only in Washington and the parties agree to submit to such jurisdiction. No action, regardless of form, arising out of transactions relating to this
contract, may be brought by either party more than two (2) years ofter the cause of the action has accrued. Further, the United Nations Convention on
the International Sales of Goods (1980) (as amended from fime to fime) shall not apply to this Purchase Order or any transactions relafing thereto.
